T&FN's AOY selections began in 1959, and the process has evolved through
multiple methodologies. For 1959 through 1964 no specific point totals were
printed in the magazine, nor was there any ranking beyond the announcement of
the winner. For 1966 through 1970, the international panel voted for 5 athletes,
who were scored 5-4-3-2-1. The next year the system was 6-5-4-3-2-1, and in ’72
the current system (10-9-8-7-6-5-4-3-2-1) was introduced. So what follows is up to

the top 10 for each of the 50 years, where known.
